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Homework challenge – Autumn Term 1 2025

[bookmark: _GoBack]We would like children to select at least two of the homework challenges below for this term, however children can do as many as they wish. This will continue to run alongside the regular reading and we also encourage the children to use Times Tables Rockstars which has been purchased for them.

	History- Baghdad

Find out why Baghdad was known as the “centre of learning” during the Golden Age. Write a short report or fact page about one discovery or invention from that time.

Create a story board or comic strip showing a traveller arriving in Baghdad during the Golden Age and being amazed by what they see.




	Science- Human Body

Write a diary entry as if you are a particle of gas exchanging in the lungs as we breathe in and out.

Build a model of one part of the human body, e.g. lungs, heart, or skeleton, and label the key features.
	Geography- Spatial Sense

Draw and colour or paint a relief map of a country within the UK. Include a key with the colours that represent the range of meters.

Design your own “fantasy island” map using compass directions, symbols and a key. Write 5 clues using spatial language (north, south, near, far, next to) to describe where things are.

	Computing – Systems and Sharing Information

Design a poster or digital presentation showing how information travels from one computer to another, using arrows, labels, and pictures.

Design your own system adding labels and an explanation of how it works.





	Art- Islamic Art and Architecture

Create your own repeating pattern using a ruler and colouring pencils.

Design your own “mosque-inspired” building.
	PSHE- Being Me in My World

Create a poster showing the different roles you play (friend, family member, classmate, team member).

Create a kindness jar at home. Each time you do something kind or helpful, write it on a slip of paper and put it in. decorate the jar with your favourite things about yourself.



The challenge work is due in on the 22nd October and we will spend time looking at and celebrating their work. The above menu details a range of work for the subjects that your child will cover this term. 
Children can think about how they would like to present their work.
