Dear Parents and Carers, 

It is lovely to be back at school and we hope you had a lovely summer. You should have been 

added to your child’s Class Dojo class for this academic year and should be able to view this 

along with the whole school Dojo page. Class Dojo is a wonderful tool to communicate with 

you all by sharing photos of the children in class and allows us to provide reminders and other 

general information. 

During lockdown, Class Dojo became even more valuable. It was a way in which we could 

keep in contact and many children uploaded photos of their home learning. Therefore, we 

have decided that if the school should be required to entirely or partially close in the future we 

will use Class Dojo to monitor home learning. Teachers will also use Class Dojo to set and 

mark homework, this will limit the resources and books which are moved between school and 

home each week. 

In the event of any closure, teachers will request for a piece of work to be uploaded each 

week. This work will be from Oak Academy which will be our primary home learning 

resource. Teachers will post which work they need to see (English, Maths or a foundation 

subject) and a portfolio will be set up in which the children will be required to upload a photo 

of the work. The portfolio section of Class Dojo is accessed via a computer or laptop (it 

cannot be easily accessed on a mobile phone). Here is the link to the ClassDojo parent 

helpdesk: https://classdojo.zendesk.com/hc/en-us/categories/200185365-For-parents 

Teachers will often share photos of the children in school but please remember Dojo is a 

secure school digital platform and photos should not be shared on any other social media site. 

Messages and posts by teachers, parents and children also need to reflect our online code of 

conduct. It is really important that home learning is uploaded so your child’s class teacher can 

see how they are getting on. If you have any problems connecting to Class Dojo please let the 

school know as soon as possible.
